PART 1 - GENERAL

1.1 RELATED DOCUMENTS

A. Drawings and general provisions of the Contract, including General and Supplementary Conditions and other
     Division 1 Specification sections, apply to this Section.

1.2 SUMMARY

A. This Section includes the Kuvio Wall Tile as shown and specified in the described system(s):

     1.     Decorative Wall Panels
     2.     Feature Walls
     3.     Headboards

1.3 SUBMITTALS

A. General: Submit the following in accordance with conditions of contact and Division 1 specification section 
     01 33 00 “Submittal Procedures.”

B. Product Data: Indicate product description, fabrication information, and compliance with specified
     performance requirements.

C. Submit material test results or certifications indicating each type of Kuvio Wall Tile complies with the project
     performance requirements.

D. Samples for Initial Selection:

     1. Submit representative sample(s).
     2. Indicate shape and finish.
     3. Approved samples will be retained as standards for work.

E. Samples for Verification:

     1. Submit sample of each shape and finish.

F. Mockups:

     1. Build mockups to verify selections made under sample submittals and to demonstrate aesthetic effects.
     2. Approved mockups may become part of the completed work if undisturbed at time of substantial
         completion.

G. Maintenance Data: Submit manufacturer’s care and maintenance data, including care and cleaning
     instructions. Include in Project closeout documents.

1.4 QUALITY ASSURANCE

A. Manufacturer’s Qualifications

1. Manufacturer must demonstrate leadership in the field of dimensional wall tile with patents or similar proof of
     ownership of intellectual property or expertise.

C. Allowable Tolerances:

     1. Flatness: 1/8" maximum deviation over 12"
     2. Thickness: ±10%
     3. Height/Width: ±10%

1.5 DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING

A. Deliver no components to project site until areas are ready for installation.

B. Handle materials to prevent damage to finished surfaces and edges.

C. Provide protective coverings to prevent damage or staining following installation for duration of project.

D. Store components fully supported indoors where atmospheric conditions are controlled to avoid temperature
     extremes and exposure to ultraviolet light and moisture.

E. Follow manufacturer’s recommendations for storage and handling.

F. Before installing Kuvio tiles, permit them to reach room temperature (acclimate).

1.6 PROJECT CONDITIONS

A. Environmental Limitations: Do not install Wall Tile until spaces are enclosed and weatherproof, and ambient
     temperatures and humidity conditions are maintained at the levels indicated for Project when occupied for its
     intended use.

1.7 WARRANTY

A. Provide manufacturer’s 1 year warranty against defects in materials. Warranty shall provide material to
     replace, defective materials.

B. The warranty shall not deprive the owner of other rights or remedies the Owner may have under other
     provisions of the Contract Documents, and is in addition to and runs concurrent with other warranties made
     by the Contractor under the requirements of the Contract Documents.

     1. Sawing: Select equipment and blades suitable for type of cut required.
     2. Drilling
     3. Milling: Climb cut where possible.
     4. Routing

C. Laminating: Laminate to substrates indicated using adhesives and techniques recommended by manufacturer.

2.4 MISCELLANEOUS MATERIALS

A. General: Provide products of shape and finish required for application indicated, and with a proven record of
     compatibility with surfaces contacted in installation.

B. Damp cloth and mild detergent. Adhesive: Titebond Fast Grab Adhesive

PART 3 - EXECUTION

3.1 EXAMINATION

A. Examine substrates, areas, and conditions where installation of Wall Tile will occur, with Installer present, for
     compliance with manufacturer’s requirements. Verify that substrates and conditions are satisfactory for
     installation and comply with requirements specified.

3.2 INSTALLATION

A. General: Comply with manufacturer’s written instructions for the installation of Wall Tile. Directions for
     Kuvio® materials can be found at http://www.lumicor.com/products/kuvio.

B. Utilize fasteners, adhesives and bonding agents recommended by manufacturer for type of installation
     indicated.

C. Install components plumb, level and rigid, scribed to adjacent finishes.

3.3 CLEANING AND PROTECTION

A. Protect surfaces from damage until date of substantial completion. Repair work or replace damaged work
     which cannot be repaired to Architect’s satisfaction.
